	Children eat in small groups at the table, supported closely (at least arm’s length) by an adult.  The lunchtime is calm, and children are not rushed or made to keep clean or tidy.  Snacks take into account children’s allergies and are done on a rolling basis, so children have snack when they feel hungry.

	Toys that are regular mouthed are washed daily. All children were observed wiping their noses and adults prompted children who had runny noses.  All medication was only available for children who had it prescribed and had the medical information on the medicine.

	There are at least 6 toddler type books.  All books are in good repair.  Staff were observed reading books with the children.  Children were not forced to participate in book activities, and it was a nice experience that encourages a love of books.   Books are set up so children are able to access them independently.
